Sponsors must provide proof of eligibility by a letter 
from their respective pastors, and must have received the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Communion, and Confirmation.  Parents 
attend a Pre-Jordan meeting prior to Baptism, which is arranged at 
a mutually convenient time. 
SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE: Arrangements must be 
made with the pastor at least six months before the date of the 
wedding.  Pre-Cana instructions are required.   Couples rather than 
parents or wedding coordinators should contact the church. If 
either party was previously married, an annulment must be granted 
prior to the selection of a future wedding date.

 This past week, we cele-
brated National Vocation Aware-
ness Week. At St. Peter the Apos-

tle Church, we were fortunate to have Father Denis 
Sweeney, CSsR Redemptorist Vocation Director for the 
Baltimore province, speak at all Sunday masses. After 
mass, Father Denis made his way to the atrium, where he 
had a booth set up with vocational materials. Father Denis 
talked about his vocation story and how hearing the 
words, “You should be a priest, a Redemptorist,” gave 
him pause and 
began to direct 
the trajectory 
of his life. 
Father Denis 
spoke of the 
need to talk to 
those with 
potential    
vocations in 
our midst to 
say have you 
ever consid-
ered religious life as a Redemptorist priest or brother? A 
religious Sister as possibly an IHM or a diocesan priest? 
Often, simply speaking, “Have you ever considered the 
possibility of a religious vocation?”  begins to till the soil 
where God has already planted the seed. A communal 
effort is often needed to bring the seed of a vocation to 
the harvest, and It is then that the community itself is fed 
by the fruit it bears.  

May we continue to be open to the Spirit in our 
own lives, and may we be quick to point out the Spirit 
working in the lives of others, especially those discerning 
a religious vocation: “May it be so.”
